4. NO CANDY or treats of any kind are to be tossed from any parade entry, if any entry is 
doing this, they will be pulled out of the parade! This is for the spectators safety, especially 
the kids. A person may carry candy or treats and walk the parade route handing (NOT 
throwing) these items to the spectators. 

 

5. Car clubs will be limited to 10 vehicles.

9. Parade line up will be on Watertower Road, entries need to enter from Locust Grove.
